Separate waste,
recycling & compost.
Make bins equal sizes,
and use clear signs
showing what can
go in each.

Unplug appliances
that aren’t in use,

or turn off powerbars
they are plugged into.

Post reminders about setting back the
thermostat, so you aren’t heating empty
spaces. Set temp setback to 14C in
winter or colder areas, and 29C in
summer or hotter climates.

Host a green
conversation
after worship.

Replace lights in Exit
Signs with LED inserts.
Because these lights are

on 24-hours each day,
the energy savings
adds up quickly.

Common Good

Post reminders by light
switches to turn off
lights when not in use.
Focus on lights that are
on 15+ heurs per week.

Open and close
window blinds
based on the season.
In the summer, turn
on fewer lights and
rely on natural light.
In the winter, keep
blinds closed to
keep heat from
leaking out

through windows.

Start a green team
to meet quarterly,
check in on these
initiatives, and
brainstorm new
projects!
